• Plants, leaves, branches, brush, weeds
• Grass clippings, hedge and floral

If it grows, it goes in 
the green container.

What should NOT go in the cart:
• No "compostable" plastic service-ware or

compostable packaging
• No glass, metal, plastic or Styrofoam™
• No boxes or cartons of juice, soup, milk
• No plastic bags or film (including

compostable)
