The District implements the following irrigation conservation
actions;

Limit landscape irrigation to 3 assigned days per week
Odd-numbered addresses can irrigate on Sundays,
Tuesdays, and Thursdays
Even-numbered addresses can irrigate on
Saturdays, Mondays, and Wednesdays

Limit landscape irrigation to no more than 10 minutes per
water station per assigned day
Only irrigate landscape areas before 10 a.m. and after 6
p.m. to limit effects of evaporation
