1. Has an ADT of 500 veh/day or more
2. 85" percentile is 7mph or more over the current posted speed in both directions
3. Roadway geometry (cross section, sight distance, curvature, slope and ...) can cause safety concerns*
4. At least one major pedestrian generator including schools, parks or other public facilities utilizes the street*
5. Street lacks standard Active Transportation Facilities*
